There was a lengthy discussion about this issue, which was
pending since long time. There was a consensus among members
of the Board to extend the benefits of CAS-2006 promotions.
Further, all sealed covers were opened and shown to the
members in the meeting by following procedures.

The Secretary to Government, Department of Horticulture, GoK
and other members have sought several clarifications regarding
extending the financial benefits retrospectively i.e., date of
eligibility or prospectively i.e., date of submission of work done
report respectively. The provisions of GO dated 24.03.2010 were
brought to the kind notice of the members regarding extending
financial benefits. After detailed deliberations, Board has
accorded its approval for up-gradation of teachers under CAS-
2006 Scheme and further directed the University to extend the
financial benefits retrospectively i.e., date on which the teachers
became eligible. Similar benefits have been extended by various
institutes of ICAR and other farm universities in Karnataka,




though G.O. dated 24.03.2010 specifies that the benefit should
be extended prospectively i.e., date of submission of work done
report. While implementing this scheme there are some
procedural delays have occurred, as a result of this some of the
teachers have submitted their Bio-data later than their date of
eligibility. In view of this, the BOM has accorded its approval for
promotion of teachers under CAS with retrospective effect as one
time settlement. However, some of the Members have expressed
their concern regarding promotion of teachers, whose bio-data
may be reviewed once again.

Further, the Library
Assistants have to give an undertaking that they will not claim
for UGC pay scales. Similarly, benefits have been extended in
various Universities viz., KVAFSU, Bidar and Davanagere
University and UAS, Dharwad.

The Secretary, GOK
expressed his concern that, in-charge arrangements will have a
lot of financial implications. The Chairman and Member
Secretary have clarified that, no officers in the University have
been given charge allowances of @ 7.5 % pm, rather charge
allowance @ Rs. 3000/- pm Deans and Directors, @ Rs. 2000/-
pm Special Officers are in vogue have been withdrawn, in view of
dwindling financial resources.
